


USER'S GUIDE STATEMENT

"This equipment generates and uses radio f  requency energy. l f  i t  is
not properly instal led and used in str ict  accordance with the manu-
facturer 's instruct ions, this equipment may interfere with radio and
television recept ion. This machine has been tested and found to
comply with the l imits for a Class B computing device peripheral  in
accordance with the specif icat ions in Subpart  J of Part  15 of FCC
Rules, which are designed to provide reasonable protect ion against

Fai lure to use the
apprgpriate cable wi l l  inval idate the FCC grant of Cert i f icat ion, and
may cause harmful radio interference.

This moni-
tor is s imple to hook up to your computer and is easy to adjust.

Please read this br ief  manual careful ly before you try to use your
monitor.  The manual shows you how to instal l  and use the monitor
correct ly.  l t  a lso explains how to use the picture control  knobs,
which are l ike to control  knobs on a color TV.

Be sure to heed any warnings in this manual,  and do NOT remove the
back cover or otherwise attempt to service this monitor.  l f  you have
problems with your monitor that are not covered in this manual.  see
your  Commodore  dea ler  o r  a  qua l i f  ied  techn ic ian .

The monitor connect ion cable connects your monitor to a Commo-
dore personal computer.  Before you connect the cable, turn off  the
power to both your personal computer and the monitor '

There are two di f ferent cables that you can use to connect the
monitor to your computer.

The k ind  o f  cab le  you ' l l  use  depends on  your  computer .  To  f ind  ou t
which kind of cable you should use, look at the audio/video con-
nector on your computer (see your computer 's user manual i f  you
don't  know where this connector ls, .

1 .  l f  the  aud io /v ideo connector  has  EIGHT l i t t le  ho les ,  use  the  th ree-
jack  cab le .

Z. j t  t f re connector has FIVE I i t t le holes, use the two-jack cable'

Power Cord



To connect a three-jack cable to the rear panel of the monitor, fellow
these instruct ions, which clar i fy the diagram:

1. A three-jack cable is suppl ied with a monitor.
Use this cable (Parts No. 905103-02) for 1802.

2. Plug the eight PIN DIN connector ( the larger end of the cable)
into the audio/video connector port  on your computer Just push
the cable end in.

3. Plug the RCA pin plugs ( the jacks) of the cable into the rear ter-
minals on the monitor.  The jacks are color coded.
o  the  aud io  ou tpu t  jack  (WHITE)  p lugs  in to  the  AUDTO tN

terminal on the monitor.
o  the  luminance ou tpu t  jack  (YELLOW) p lugs  in to  the  LUMA

termina l .
o  the  chroma outpu t , jack  (RED)  p lugs  in to  the  CHROMA ter -

m i n a l .
4 .  Swi tch  the  SIGNAL SELECTOR to  the  Commodore  VTDEO pos i -

t ion .

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To connect a two-jack cable to the rear of the monitor,  fol low these
steps:

1 .  P lug  the  f i ve  P IN DIN connector  ( the  la rger  end o f  the  cab le  in to
the audio/video connector port  on your computer.)  Just push the
cab le  in .

2 .  P l u g  t h e  V I D E O  l N  a n d  A U D I O  l N  j a c k s  i n t o t h e V l D E O  I N P U T
and AUDIO INPUT te rmina ls  on  the  rear  o f  the  mon i to r .

3 .  Swi tch  the  SIGNAL SELECTOR to  the  VIDEO pos i t ion .  The
S I G N A L  S E L E C T O R  i s  a  s w i t c h  o n  t h e  R E A R  P A N E L .

After you fol low these simple steps, your 1802 is ready for use as
a video monitor for your personal computer.

T U R N I N G  O N  Y O U R  M O N I T O R

When you f inish connect ing your monitor according to the instruc-
t ions, fol low these simple steps:

1 .  Turn  on  the  mon i to r  by  push ing  down the  power  swi tch .  The
POWER INDICATOR LIGHT on the  f ron t  o f  the  mon i to r  shows
you when the  power  i s  on .  A lways  tu rn  on  the  mon i to r  BEFORE
you turn on the computer.
Later,  when you're ready to turn the power off ,  just press the
power button again. The button wi l l  pop back up and the power
l igh t  w i l l  go  ou t .

2 .Turn  on  your  persona l  computer .  You can te l l  tha t  bo th  the
monitor and the computer are working correct ly when. the moni-
tor displays a massage l ike this one, which appears when you're
using a Commodore 1802:

3. Main Controls

You can adjust Br ightness and Volume with the
front of  the monitor under the screen.

VOLUME CONTROL
Turn this knob to the right to increase sound volume and to the leftto decrease volume.

BRIGHTNESS CONTROL
Turn this knob to the right to brighten the picture. The normar set-ting is at the center.

USING THE MANUAL P ICTURE CONTROLS

You can adjust monitor 's picture with f ive manual control  buttons
located on the rear Panel.

T INT CONTROL
Turn this knob to the lef t  to add more red, and to the r ight to add
more green color.
The normal sett ing for this knob is at the center.
When you're adjust ing the color,  concentrate on one or two colors,
such as  brown and purp le .

COLOR CONTROL
Turn this knob to the lef t  to pale colors, and to the r ight to br ighten
colors. The normal sett ing is at the center.

CONTRAST CONTROL
Turn this knob to the r ight to increase contrast.  The normal sett ing is
at the center.

HORIZONTAL POSITION CONTROL
Turn this knob to the r ight to move the centerof the picture to the
r ight,  and turn i t  to the lef t  to move the center of the picture to the
left.

VERTICAL POSITION CONTROL
Turn this knob to stop vert ical  rol l ing of the picture.
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SAFETY PRECAUTIONS

Electr ical  energy can perform many useful  funct ions. This unit  has
been engineered and manufactured to assure your personal safety.
But improper use can result  in potent ial  electr ical  shock or f i re
hazards. In order not to defeat the safeguards incorporated in this
monitor,  observe the fol lowing basic rules for i ts instal lat ion use and
servicing. And also fol low al l  warnings and instruct ions marked on
your  v ideo mon i to r .

INSTALLATION

1.  Your  se t  i s  equ ipped w i th  a  po la r ized  AC l ine  p lug  (one b lade o f
the  p lug  is  w ider  than the  o ther ) .
This safety feature al lows the plug to f i t  into the power out let
on ly  one way.  Shou ld  you be  unab le  to  inser t  the  p lug  fu l l  in to
the out let ,  t ry reversing the plug. Should i t  st i l l  fa i l  to f i t ,  contact
your  e lec t r i c ian .

2. Operate the set only from a power source an indicated on the set
or refer to the user 's manual for this information l f  you are not
sure of the type of power suppl ied to your home, consult  your
dealer or local power company.

3. Overloaded AC out lets and extension cords are dangerous, and so
are frayed power cords and broken plugs. They may result  in a
shock or f  i re hazard. Cal l  your service technician for replacement.

4. Do not al low anything to the rest or rol l  over the power cord,
and do not place the set where power cord is subject to traf f  ic or
abuse. This may result  in a shock or f i re hazard.

5. Do not use this set near water -  for example, near a bathtub,
washbowl,  k i tchen sink, or laundry tub, in a wet basement,  or
near a swimming pool,  etc.

6. Sets are provided with vent i lat ion openings in the cabinet to
al low heat generated during operat ion to be released. l f  these
openings are blocked, heat bui l t  up within the set can cause
fai lures which may result  in a f  i re hazard. Therefore:
o  Never  b lock  the  bo t tom vent i la t ion  s lo ts  by  p lac ing  i t  on  a

bed, sofa, rug, etc,
o Never place a set in a "bui l t - in" enclosure unless proper ven-

t i la t ion  is  p rov ided;
o Never cover the openings with cloth or other mater ial ;
o Never place the set near or over a radiator or heat register.



7.  To  avo id  persona l  in ju ry :
o Do not place a set on a slopping shelf  unless property secured;
o Use only a cart  stand recommended by the manufacturer.
o Do not try to rol l  a cart  with smal l  casters across thresholds or

deep pi le carpets.
o Wal l  and shelf  mounted instal lat ions should use factory ap-

proved mounting instruct ions.

USE

1. Always turn the set of f  i f  i t  is necessary to leave the room for
more than a short  per iod of t ime. Never leave a set on when leav-
ing the house. A possible malfunct ion may result  in a f i re hazard.

2 .  Caut ion  ch i ld ren  about  d ropp ing  or  push ing  ob jec ts  in to  the  se t ' s
cabinet openings. Some internal parts carry hazardous voltages
and contact can result  in a f  i re or electr ical  shock.

3. Unplug the set f rom the wal l  out let  before cleaning the face of
the  p ic tu re  tube.  Use a  s l igh t ly  damp (no t  wet )  c lo th .  Do no t  use
an aerosol direct ly on the picture tube since i t  may overspray and
cause electr ical  shock.

4. Never add accessories to a set that has not been designed for this
purpose, Such addit ions may result  in a shock hazard.

5. For added protect ion of the set dur ing a l ightning storm or when
the set is to be lef t  unattended for an extended period of t ime,
unp lug  i t  f rom the  wa l l  ou t le t .  Th is  w i l l  p revent  poss ib le  shock
and f  i re hazards due to l ightning storms or power l ine surges.

6. Do not br ing magnetic devices such as magnets or motors near
the picture tube. These things have a bad effect on the color
puri ty of the picture.

7. Sometimes you may feel stat ic electr ic i ty when you touch the
surface of the picture tube. Howeve, this is normal for any TV
set and is harmless to the human body.



S E R V I C E

1 .  Unplug the set f  rom the wal l  out let  and refer servicing to qual i -
f ied service personnel under the fol lowing condit ions:
A. When the power cord or plug is damaged or frayed.
B.  l f  l i qu id  has  been sp i l led  in to  the  se t
C. l f  the set has been exposed to rain or water.
D. l f  the set does not operate normal ly by fol lowing the operat-

ing instruct ions. Adjust only those controls that are covered
in the operat ing instruct ions, an improper adjustment of
other controls may result  in damage and wi l l  of ten require
extensive work by a qual i f ied technician to restore the set to
normal operat ion.

E. l f  the set has been dropped or the cabinet has been damaged.
F. When the set exhibi ts a dist inct change in performance - this

indicates a need for servicing.
G.  l f  snapp ing  or  popp ing  f rom the  se t  i s  con t inuous  or f requent

whi le the set is operat ing. l t  is normal forsome sets to make
occasional snapping or popping sounds, part icular ly when be-
ing turned on or off .

2.  Do not attempt to service this set yourself ,  as opening or remov-
ing covers may expose you to dangerous vol tage or other hazards.

,  Refer al l  servicing to qual i f  ied service personnel.
3.  when replacement parts are required have the service technician

veri fy in wri t ing that the replacements he uses have the same
safety character ist ics as the or iginal  parts.  Use of manufacturer 's
specif ied replacements can prevent f  i re,  shock or other hazards.

4. Upon complet ion of any service or repairs to the set,  please ask
the service technician to perform the safety check described in
the manufacturers'  service l i terature.

5. When a video monitor reachesthe end of i ts useful  l i fe,  improper
disposal could result  in a picture tube implosion. Ask a qual i f ied
service technician to dispose of the set.
